Tuition Deposit 
A deposit equivalent to 10% of the annual tuition is required with a signed 
tuition contract.  Any tuition deposit will be applied to your tuition balance 
at the time of withdrawal from the school.  Upon receipt of the contract and 
tuition deposit, a place will be held for your child in the class.  No deposit is 
required of continuing families who have already made tuition deposits. 
 

Affiliation Fee 
Affiliation Fee refers to:  1.) AWSNA (Association of Waldorf Schools of 
North America) membership dues and for program/teacher consultation and 
evaluation by AWSNA evaluators necessary to maintain accreditation.  
 

Equipment Fee 
Equipment fees serves many purposes.  In addition to purchasing consum-
able student supplies, this assessed fee is used to outfit classrooms (e.g., stu-
dent and teacher desks, improving classrooms to meet code regulations, new 
classroom renovation, specialized lesson equipment, etc). 
 
Notes 
 

All supplemental fees must be paid in full by the first day of school. 
 

The first half of the Affiliation/Equipment fee is not refundable.  The second half of the Af-
filiation/Equipment fee is only refundable during the first six weeks of attendance.  If the 
student withdraws within the first six weeks, the refund for that half will be prorated.  This 
fee is assessed annually. 
 

For students who enroll after the first two weeks of school, tuition will be prorated, which may 
result in payments that are slightly different than those listed for the 10-month payment plan.
