The first
Waldorf School (1919) was founded in Stuttgart,
Germany by Dr. Rudolf Steiner, Austrian-born
philosopher and educator, for the children of the
workers of the Waldorf-Astoria factory. Waldorf
education is as revolutionary now as it was nearly
90 years ago. Its multi-sensory approach and
innovative curriculum embodies characteristics that
modern educators emulate in reforming American
education. Waldorf education strives to cultivate
students who grow into creative, motivated,
self-confident adults who are able to find

purpose and direction in their lives.

Prairie Moon’s Summer Camp is developed with
this same intention. The program is inspired by
the beauty and wonder of nature. Staff includes
teachers from Prairie Moon and artists from

the local community. Prairie Moon Waldorf
School, a non-profit 501(c)3, welcomes children
of all cultural, racial, social, ethnic and religious
backgrounds.
